To show where a single word or syllable extends over several bars or
chords.

For bars where there is no chord to be played or no words to be sung.

To indicate a single loud STAB chord, usually at the beginning of a bar
followed by no strumming. It’s a sort of chord stop - common at the
end of a strumming intro or at the end of a song. It may be followed by
a grey line to show the extent of the no strumming section, as below.
Any small grey numbers denote the silent beat count before the next
bar.

To indicate a chord to be played as a SWEEP
DuDuh-DAH played Down-Up-DOWN

Ditto

DuDuh-DuDuh-DAH - played Down-Up-Down-Up-DOWN

Grey reverse text - to help singers remember the right notes to start a
song. Used when there is not enough space to place tune notes after
the verse number.

Green Times New Roman text to help the bass player remember his bit.
A 3 in brackets to show a brief change in timing to triplets.

To highlight a move (before the end of a four-bar line) to the next verse
or chorus.

Green italic small-caps text - for adding comments or notes.
(Yes, | know rubrics are meant to be red.)

To show any extra bars added to the four bar pattern, as in...
